The Trust has argued for drastic traffic ma nagement since 1991 subse qently  suppo rt ed 
by Sha ftesbury Plc and the Co vent G arden Community A ssociation ( CGCA) and  Camden . 

The 7D Housing Action Area Comm ittee established  the curren t loop , Earlham East 
ƷNeal Street ƷMonmouth  Street in 1984 and the Trust proposed the closure of Ea rlham 

Street West at Cambridge Circus  in 1991, achieved in 2016.  In both cases there is 

virtually no traffic as limited to deI iveries and the streest are free d up for pe destrians 
and cyclists.  
The Trust , Shaftesbury Plc and the CGCA  have promoted traffic management r ather 

than pedestrianisation due to the downsides of the latter in  the West End , and to 
accommodate  the interests of all stakeholders.
